Sec. 9.2. P-S Professional services district.

9.2.1.P-S District scope and intent.  Regulations in this section are the P-S district regulations. The P-S district is intended to provide land areas for professional offices and related community oriented service activities as further described in section 3.1.13 of this chapter.  

9.2.2.Use regulations.  Within the P-S district, land and structures shall be used in accordance with standards herein. Any use not specifically designated as a permitted use in this section shall be prohibited.  

A.   Permitted uses.  Structures and land may be used for only the following purposes:  

•   Amateur radio transmitter.

•   Clinics (excludes veterinary).

•   Clubs and lodges (non-commercial).

•   Colleges and universities.

•   Construction contractors:

•   General building contractors  (provided there is no exterior storage of equipment, materials, and construction vehicles).  

•   Heavy equipment and contractors  (provided there is no exterior storage of equipment, materials, and construction vehicles).  

•   Special trade contractors;  including but not limited to, construction subcontractors, engineers, architects, and land surveyors (provided there is no exterior storage of equipment, materials, or construction vehicles).  

•   Day care facilities (SE).*

•   Financial establishments.

•   Institutions of higher learning, business colleges, music conservatories, and similar institutions.

•   Medical offices (excludes veterinary).

•   Offices, professional.

•   Public utility facilities.

•   Religious institutions.

•   Schools, private (SE).*

*Special exception approval required. (See Article XV of this chapter.) (Amended 5/7/98)

B.   Accessory uses.  Structures and land may be used for uses customarily incidental to any permitted use.  

9.2.3.Development standards.    

A.   Height regulations.  Buildings shall not exceed a height of forty-five (45) feet or three and one-half (3 1/2) stories, whichever is higher.  

B.   Minimum front yard, 20 feet.  

C.   Minimum side yard, 10 feet.  

D.   Minimum rear yard,  20 feet.  

E.   Minimum lot frontage,  110 feet adjoining a street. (Amend. 9-16-99)  

F.   Minimum lot width at building line,  100 feet.  

G.   Maximum lot coverage, 40 percent.  

H.   Minimum buffer requirements.  In addition to required setbacks, a minimum fifteen-foot wide buffer, five (5) feet of which can be within required setback, shall be required along all property lines which abut a residential district or use to provide a visual screen in accordance with section 4.17 of this chapter.  

I.   Accessory structure requirements.  See section 4.9 of this chapter.  

J.   Freestanding signs.  Freestanding signs shall be a maximum six (6) feet in height and a maximum thirty-two (32) square feet in area along all streets (excluding Tennessee Street) in the P-S district and such signs shall not be erected on a mono-pole structure.  

9.2.4.Other regulations.  The headings below contain additional, but not necessarily all, provisions applicable to the P-S district.  

•   Architectural design standards,  Article XIV of this chapter  

•   Special exceptions,  Article XV of this chapter.
